Our Goals for
Student Achievement
2020-2021

District Goals:

e By the end of SY2022, the percentage of students
in each subgroup scoring in the “Proficient” and
“Distinguished” levels of performance on the
Georgia Milestone Assessments will increase by
2%.

e By the end of SY23, the percentage of students in
each subgroup meeting “Proficient” levels of
performance on local assessments will increase by
2%

e Increase the percentage of referred students who
access school-based mental health services by 2%
each year (with SY21 being the baseline year).

School Goals:

e ELA: 85% of students will demonstrate 1 year or
more growth as measured by Fountas and Pinell
reading benchmark (gr k-5). The overall weighted
proficiency in ELA for Lyman Hall will increase by
5% (gr 3-5).

¢ Reading: 60% of our students will be reading on
or above grade level expectations as measured by
